model of reality...though good enough for data-architecture to be sure),
- 'sex' gets added to 'machine' to make the latter attractive to our most primitive instincts when really
machine is the only part that is interesting...genetic engineering requires sex because it is the machine that
gets the engineering accomplished,
- 'machine' is supposedly for accomplishing something, whereas 'sex' is supposedly for its own sake...the
confusion and the blurring of such distinctions is a prelude to the eventual loss of interest in making them,
- new, better, worlds are always more healthy, more clever, more youthful, more powerful, more wealthy,
more efficient, that is, are always more superficial than what prevailed previously and our generation will
be regarded nostalgically as the good old days of pre-g.m., pre-strings when people used metaphors like
'profundity'...much as we currently regard bosch and 'myth'
- nonetheless, the pursuit of newbetter creates mutations in the prevailing richness which, at the time,
serve to keep adherents and detractors interested and the 'users' using,
- the pre-loaded superficiality of newbetter is its main attraction, since attraction is governed by the mass-
culture aggregative behaviour of primitive instincts, rendering political life to determination by behaviour
and behaviour to determination by complexity algorithms after the fashion of those used for populations
of bacilli responding to stimuli...algorithms also useful for working out next year's handbag,
- the gap between primitive instincts and the sophistication of the means of communication is only appar-
ent, since the latter progressively attunes itself to the horizon appropriate to bacilli...the faster, the more
like data the communication, the more even 'machine' seems like an indulgent metaphor and 'sex' a clus-
